Start with a REEP home evaluation

With an ecoENERGY home evaluation from REEP, you’ll
learn how to reduce energy costs, cut greenhouse gas
emissions, and increase the comfort of your home

by reducing drafts and ensuring proper ventilation.

A third-party Certified Energy Advisor evaluates your
home before and after your renovations and applies
for the federal and provincial grants on your behalf.
REEP does all of the paperwork for you, so the process
is easy.

Kitchener Utilities and Kitchener-Wilmot Hydro provide
funding to reduce the price of the initial evaluation
to $265* which you pay upfront.

The Ontario government currently offers rebates for
half of the cost of the initial evaluation. A cheque
for $132.50 will be mailed to you automatically.

Make smart changes to your home

After your initial home evaluation, to qualify for

the ecoENERGY grants, you must carry out some or
all of the renovations recommended. To qualify for
ecoENERGY grants, the work must be done after this
initial evaluation and must meet ecoENERGY grant
criteria. You can do the work yourself, hire a contractor,
or do whatever works for you. Renovations need

to be completed within 18 months of your initial
evaluation to be eligible for the grants.

Have a follow-up evaluation from REEP

After your renovations are complete, your energy
advisor returns to your home and records the
improvements. This follow-up is necessary to qualify for
grants — and REEP takes care of the grant application
for you. Call 519-744-9799 to book your follow-up
appointment, which costs $110*.
